OFFICIAL DECLARATION OF EXEMPTION TO HEPATITIS B IMMUNIZATION

I, ________________, parent/legal guardian for student___________________, am hereby notifying the school district that I am not currently planning to have my child immunized against Hepatitis B, for reasons of personal belief.

I understand that the school district has been charged with abiding by the California Health and Safety Code, specifically the duty of enforcing Section 120325, relating to the immunization of “appropriate age groups” against many diseases.

I also understand that according to the California Health and Safety Code, Section 120365, “Immunization of a person shall not be required for admission to a school or other institution listed in Section 120325 if the parent or guardian…files with the governing authority a letter or affidavit stating that the immunization is contrary to his or her beliefs.”  This is such a letter, and satisfies the California Health and Safety code requirements regarding these matters.

Thank you for your cooperation with this aspect of the overall educational process for my child, whom I entrust to you for the following school year, while maintaining personal, parental responsibility to assure that his/her best interested are protected.
